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     I keep thinking about 2011,and the next step for the Lifelines Outreach Ministry.  I've spent 

a lot of time praying and searching the Bible asking God to speak to me about where we go 

from here.  A verse that has really caught my attention is Colossians 1:28, the verse says, "To 

whom we preach, warning every man and teaching every man in all wisdom that we may pre-

sent every man perfect in Christ."  I memorized this verse and have been turning it over in my 

mind for the past month.  I wake up in the night and I think about what God is saying to me 

until I fall back asleep. 

 

     When God has done anything significant in my life, He has never given me the details, but 

He has always given me a principle that is to be lived out.  I think He does this because cir-

cumstances can always change but the principle can be applied to many different contexts.  We 

continue to have many decisions for Christ, but we always have such a hard time following up 

with so many people.  This month is no different.  While I'm writing this newsletter, we've seen 

34 decisions for Christ.  I cannot say enough about our counselors and the fine job that they do 

(warning every man as Col 1:28 says we are to do with everyone that we have a chance to 

share Jesus with).  I am so concerned for the 34 new babes in Christ.  How will they grow up 

and be reproducing disciples?  How will they mature without a spiritual father or mother to be 

their teacher?  How can they be built up in the faith so that they can be fruit bearing believers? 

 

     I think the answer to these questions is found in the second part of the verse in Col 1:28.  

"We have to teach every man in all wisdom, that we may present every man perfect in Christ 

Jesus"  That way perfect really means mature or complete.  We have to help them learn the 

word of God so that they can become mature and complete.  They need to the tools to be able 

to study their Bibles on their own without the help of any teacher.  Just learning the basics in 

their life so that they can feed themselves.

"But you shall receive power after that the Holy Ghost has come upon you:  and you shall be 

witnesses unto me both in Jerusalem and Judea and in Samaria and the uttermost part of the 

earth."  Power is always given in direct proportion to our willingness to be on mission for God.  

I'm energized for a new year of seeing the Lord make disciples for Jesus for I know that God 

can do exceeding, abundantly above all that we ask or think according to the power that 

worketh in us, Eph 3:20.  I pray that 2011 is the greatest year for you of knowing Christ and 

making Him known.
