Anyway, I hope you guys under-
stand it.  Love you all.   
 
In 2003, I came to Lifelines, because a good Christian friend of mine, Lela 
Cathey, took me to get some help with food and clothing.  I was going through 
a very hard time, my ex-husband took my kids away and I didn't know where 
they were.  I was very depress and complete lost, since I was speaking just a 
little bit of English and no family in this country.  When I meet Mr. Richard he 
welcome me.  He was very nice and making jokes around with everybody who 
works around there, even me.  I really felt so safe around all of the people who 
help there, and I ask if they needed some more help.  Mr. Richard allowed me 
to be part of this wonderful team, and since then I been part of it until now.  
This years are being a blessing for me and my kids, I learn about God!!! I be-
came a Christian and get baptized.  I learn how to worship the Lord like Chris-
tians do: with hope, with faith.  I meet people who has mercy and love to others 
and a servant hearts, so they teach me how to have that same attitude.   
 
By the example they show me all the time, always working so hard trying to get 
people to get to know the Lord, and find hope and love to one another.  That 
type of environment that I was in, give me the strength and the courage to fight 
to get my kids back, to learn English and the American culture.  To get my pa-
pers straight, to be legally in this country which I am now thanks to God, and to 
Mr. Richard, who help me to get an Immigration lawyer.

We even got toys for 
kids, from people who donated it there.  Sometimes I needed some food and 
they help me.   
 
Above the all, I found friends and family with this people.  Last year I got mar-
ried to a wonderful Christian man.  God is been blessing us a lot, and now my 
oldest child is 10 years old.  He is on school break I take him to help us at Life-
lines so he can learn the same things this ministry has teach me.  And soon 
my other kids are going to be part of it.  I really, really thank you Mr. Richard, 
Miss Shahe, Mr. JP and Miss Linda, Mr. Marty and Miss Marsha, Mr. Johnie 
and Miss Judi, my Miss Betty and silly Mr. Joe, Mr. Robert Whitehead and 
Miss Yolanda, Margie Nornes, "my American mom" and my Mr. Henry and Mr.
