It is estimated that there are 

over 6000 people living in Cayce Homes.  This is a great opportunity to ñwalk as Jesus 

walked.ò 

     This month we have seen 18 decisions for Christ.  Most of the counselors use ñShare 

Jesus Without Fear.ò  Karen Coker is now counseling in our food and clothes ministry at 

FBC Madison that operates every Thursday from 9-11 am.  She learned ñShare Jesus 

Without Fearò then sat with other counselors to gain some practical experience and now 

she is confident enough to counsel by herself.  Dr. Ed King has also become one of our 

counselors on Thursdayôs.  Dr. King is a member of FBC Nashville.  He has already had 

two people pray to receive Christ.  We are always looking for new helpers at Lifelines.

"Give me the mop"  By Eugene Eskridge 
 

     Back in my home town of Mississippi, population 300, a group of us high 

school kids decided that we would stage a civil rights march around the town 

square. A bout 15-20 of us left school at Noon, marching and singing at the 

square.  We had drawn a small crown of both blacks and whites.  No one said any-

thing, they just stood and watched as we marched and sang.  Most of the songs, I 

didn't know so I hummed.  Sometime later the county sheriff came, bring with 

him guys driving pickup trucks and loaded us into those trucks hauling us into jail 

for disturbing the peace.  There was only two police cars in the whole county. 

 

     Once we arrive at the jail, we were placed in a cell, girls and boys.  We began 

to throw water through the bars of that cell onto the floors.  The jailer saw this and 

got mad.  He brought a couple of mops and buckets and told us to clean the mess 

up.  We refused telling about our rights at citizens and we were not slaves.  The 

jailer then opened the cell door that was housing two murderers and gave them 

baseball bats.  Then he opened the door to our cell and said that if we didn't come 

out and clean up he was going to let these guys in.  Give me a mop!
